Use of Structured Teaching Strategies to
Support Students on the Autism Spectrum to

Stay On-Task in Mainstream Classrooms

There were 3 aims:

1. To refine a structured teaching intervention package for use in mainstream classrooms, and
to pilot a method for evaluating its effectiveness.

2. Investigate the effect of visual schedules and work systems on the on-task behaviours,
productivity and independence of students on the spectrum.

3. To obtain feedback from mainstream primary school teachers on the utility of visual
schedules and work systems in their classrooms.

The intervention package was refined through case-study with one autistic student within

a mainstream primary classroom. The package was then trialed through case-studies with
four autistic students in mainstream classes. 41 teachers then completed a survey about the
package, with four also being interviewed.
